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Program Information
Accounting
The Accounting Major is designed to prepare students for 
gainful employment in business and industrial accounting 
positions in three main areas: private organizations, govern-
mental agencies and public accounting firms. The aim of the 
program is to educate the student in the design, maintenance 
and utilization of a financial system. Emphasis on accounting 
systems and analysis of financial data from the managerial 
point of view constitutes a valuable part of the curriculum. In 
addition, much emphasis is placed on solving and setting up 
accounting problems utilizing popular computer software. 
Students will utilize an integrated accounting software 
program which simulates various business operations and 
employ tax software while preparing returns. Students 
completing work in the Accounting Program are granted an 
Associate Degree in Accounting.  In addition, the degree 
complies with the educational requirements leading to the 
Certified Public Accountant certificate. Additional information 
regarding the CPA exam may be obtained from the program 
chair.

Financial Services 
The Financial Services Major provides an educational format 
designed to prepare students for work in all aspects of the 
banking and finance related industries. The framework for 
learning provides financial accounting and general business 
expertise. Students focus on specific financial topics including: 
financial analysis, lending, insurance, investing, financial 
planning, operations and bank management. This creates 
recognized, relevant coursework that optimizes employment 
opportunities. 

Career Opportunities
Employment of accountants and auditors is expected to grow 
faster than average for all occupations through the year 2016. 
In addition to openings resulting from growth, the need to 
replace accountants and auditors who retire or transfer to 
other occupations will produce numerous job openings 
annually in this large occupation. 

The changing role of accountants and auditors also will spur 
job growth. In response to market demand, these financial 
specialists will offer more financial management and consult-
ing services as they take on a greater advisory role and develop 
more sophisticated and flexible accounting systems. By 
focusing on analyzing operations, rather than simply providing 
financial data, accountants will help to boost demand for their 
services. Also, internal auditors will increasingly be needed to 
discover and eliminate waste and fraud. 

According to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics, the mean 
annual earnings, including commissions, of salaried real estate 
sales agents for 2009 was $54,740--with the middle 50 percent 
earning between $27,370 and $63,510 a year.

Careers often associated with licensed real 
estate agents include: loan originators, appraisers, surveyors, 
and home inspectors.
